Using Windows 8 or 10 laptop to connect ad-hoc to Delta-T Pro controllers

Windows 8 and 10 have the Ad-Hoc mode disabled, and to connect to our DTT Pro controllers with a laptop, ad-hoc capability is required, you can use the application we created for this.  You will need to download the compressed folder. Then extract/unzip the folder (important). Then run the setup application file. There are two files called setup, one is a config file and one is an application. You will need to run the setup application.
